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Content:  

Know the history of Microsoft PowerPoint and its inception in to Higher Education

Over the last decade, HE institutions have made great progress in the use of various technology as pedagogical tools, whether it be eportfolio, distance learning or personal responses system; yet one will find the PowerPoint being used exactly the same as it was then.

In the research on PowerPoint use in UK HE institutes, I have found what the current literature says regarding the use of Microsoft PowerPoint as a visual aid during lecture presentations; in the session i will focus on PowerPoint specifically as its use is prevalent within higher education. It is well known that In higher education there are only few visual tools on which presenters can rely on to aid them during a presentation, these include interactive white boards, visualizes, overhead projectors and the web connections. However, since its inception in 1984, Microsoft PowerPoint has become by far the most used visual aid in academic lectures.

After all this, one will find that academic papers and research into the use of PowerPoint is far too little. Nevertheless, there are small and scares movement and I will present some of the recent research that has been carried out, including both quantitative and qualitative data. 
Without making the session too technical, I will also make five recommendations to the use of PowerPoint in HEI’s based on a literature review
 I carried out for the Learn Higher project, whilst at Brunel University.
