Activity 6.3 Using simulated scenarios to develop an evidence-based plan
Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· Create a gateway. Add students to the user group. Use manage tutor groups to divide your students into small groups. 
· Give publish, view and comment permissions to the user group.
· Create a form that will be the management plan template. Publish this form to the gateway. 
· Decide on the names of the tags that the students will use to organise their resources.
During the activity
· Ask the students to send their webfolios to the gateway. 
· After each simulation, give feedback to each student selecting comment on this page. 
Instructions to the learner
You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context
· Log onto PebblePad. 
· Select upload file and upload the video of the simulation you have been given by your tutor. Create a new tag for this, using the term recommended by your tutor.
· Go to create new, more and select form. Select the relevant form created by your tutor. Complete this form and tag it with the tag you created in the last step.
· Go to create new, more and blog. Work through the steps to create a blog and then select view and post to blog. Click on post new to post a thought reflecting on the simulation you have just completed and the management plan you have written. Tag the blog using the same tag.
· Go to create new, more and select webfolio. Work through the steps and instead of adding a new page to the webfolio, click on the tag tab. From the list of your tags, select the relevant tag for this simulation. All the resources you tag with the selected tag will appear on the webfolio page automatically.
· Send the webfolio to the gateway. You only need to do this once as the gateway will automatically update when you add to or amend your webfolio.
· The process of tagging resources and then creating a new page in your webfolio can be repeated for each simulation. 
· At regular intervals, go into the gateway and view and comment on your peers’ webfolios.
